STEP 1: Attach the Angle Bracket to Sweeper Housing

1. Assemble the angle bracket to the sweeper hausing using M8x16 hex bolt and M8 hex lock
nut.

NOTE: Make sure the bracket is turned as shown and aligned straight with the housing and
tighten.
